Japan is currently at a major turning point in refugee protection. In particular, in the year 2022, Japan accepted more than
2,200 displaced persons from Ukraine, granted refugee status to more than 130 Afghan evacuees as well as a Turkish Kurd
for the first time. In order to consider the future of Japan’s asylum policy, this forum examines how the Japanese government

has controlled residence and deportation of asylum seekers after WWIL
